➢ Collaboration between MVSC, TPSC and CMFC
➢ Created to increase and improve the playing 

opportunities for U13+ competitive players in our clubs 
➢ Designed to address challenges with roster formation 

at U13+, where roster sizes are larger (11 v 11) and 
there is often a reduction in overall participation 
numbers

➢ Combining a larger pool of players at tryouts enables 
us to better serve our members by forming more 
teams made up of players with similar abilities.

United is a collaboration; not a club



➢ Integrated tryouts and team formation (United, United Red, United White, United Blue)
➢ Number of teams formed for each birth year and gender will depend on the player pool

○ We will do our best to provide a high quality competitive team playing opportunity 
for all players who are ability-appropriate

➢ All teams will share “United” name
➢ Uniforms - All share the same colors and wear the United logo.  Each club has its own 

uniform brand and logo.  Players need to wear the United uniform of the hosting club
➢ Players who accept spots must be willing to practice and play games in MV, CM and/or 

Tiburon
➢ Each team will register with and be “hosted” by one of our clubs as required by NorCal 

rules

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How does it work?



Priorities underpinning hosting model

➢ Hosting of teams by member clubs shall be proportionate to the number of players coming from clubs into United.

➢ All teams of each cohort shall be together in one club

➢ Minimize scenarios in which a cohort or a team is isolated (can't borrow players or train with another cohort)

➢ Minimize movement of cohorts from one club to another.

➢ When possible, place U15 cohorts in with the same clubs that host U14s (due to the fact that U15s have 8th graders who will 
want to train with the U14s when the high school season starts).

➢ U16 and older teams of a particular gender shall be hosted by one club

➢ Maximize the likelihood of being able to provide robust winter and spring programming for interested players, given reduced 
overall participation numbers those times of year.
